SCRIPTURE REFLECTION- FATHER JOHN MARIA

Our readings today remind us of the intimate connection
that the Lord desires for us — those disciples gathered at the
Last Supper, those among the first generation of the
Church, and His disciples in every generation.

In the Gospel, we have the beautiful passage where Jesus
uses the analogy of the Vine and the Branches. He is the
vine; we are the branches. He desires to give us life, and
ongoing nourishment. He desires that we bear much fruit —
not by striking out on our own as free agents, but by
remaining connected to Him. This is not merely a charming
figure of speech, because the converse is true. Without
Him, we cannot bear fruit. Jesus says very starkly that apart
from Him, we can do nothing!

And so, how do we remain in Jesus, the true Vine?

In the second reading, St. John tells us one way: “those
who keep His commandments remain in Him.” Elsewhere
in John’s gospel (John 6:56), Jesus gives us an additional
way: “He who eats my flesh and drinks my blood, remains
in me, and I in him.” In the Holy Eucharist, we remain in
Him, and He strengthens the bond between us.

This week, thank God for His true Presence in the Holy
Eucharist and for the nourishment He provides. And let us
pray for the grace to remain in Him—that we may bear fruit
that will last!
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DEACON BRELINSKY TO BE ORDAINED JUNE 01: Deacon
N. Romero Brelinsky has been a great blessing to our parish
since his diaconate assignment began in June 2023.

You MAY HAVE NOTICED... The Bishop announced in
February: effective June 18, Fr. John Maria will also add
the role of Director of Vocations, Diocese of Allentown.
Please note he is not leaving St Mary's! In this new
responsibility, he’ll oversee assisting formation of current
seminarians as they discern the call to the priesthood and
promote vocations throughout the diocese. Please pray for
Fr. John, and above all, pray for vocations to the priesthood!

MASSES FOR THE "PEOPLE OF THE PARISH": Perhaps
you’ve seen in the bulletin the Mass intention is offered for
the “People of the Parish”. One might speculate this is
used for an otherwise "unfilled slot", but that is not the case!
By canon law, a pastor is obliged to apply a Mass for the
people entrusted to him on each Sunday and holy day of
obligation. There are some alternative options, but the
norm is to have one weekend Mass reserved for this
purpose.

It is also interesting that this applies to registered
parishioners, and ALL those within territorial boundaries,
whether Catholic or not. This is because a pastor has a
certain spiritual responsibility for all souls within the parish
territory. (No wonder he looks tired!)

Offering Mass "Pro Populo" ("for the people") is one of
the ways a priest prays for all the intentions people have - a
sick mother, a grieving widow, a wayward son, an
unemployed husband, etc. Even if you have not asked, rest
assured that your needs are being prayed for at Mass.

Dear brothers and sisters of St. Mary's parish,

After ten months serving as deacon here at St. Mary's, I
can only describe it as home. Not only have I grown
familiar with the uniqueness of the sanctuary and the
celebration of Mass here, but I have come to appreciate the
real devotion and faith with which this parish worships Our
Lord. I have found so many parishioners to be kind and
generous. I have looked forward to seeing familiar faces and
new ones each week. The parish quickly began to feel not
like an assignment, but a real home to me.

Now the time is coming for me to move on to someplace
new. Bishop Schlert has called me and will ordain me a
priest come June. At that point, he will assign me
somewhere else to gain different experience in ministry;
most likely as an assistant in another parish. Within the due
excitement, I also feel pretty sad to be departing. I will only
ever have one “Deacon parish” to remember and it will
forever be St. Mary's.

So, I want to say a hardy thank you. Thank you to
everyone who has been a part of my journey this year — not
only my journey to the priesthood, but my journey as a
Christian. My own faith has been strengthened by the
faithful witness of so many people in our parish here. I do
not limit that to the dedicated “church mice” either; those
who attend daily Mass or sing every hymn, etc. Some of the
greatest witnesses are those for whom faith is challenging or
unfamiliar. Whether you come to receive holy communion
daily or cross your arms for a blessing, I thank you for
teaching me what a devoted faith in Jesus Christ can look
like. Your witness is a priceless gift.

Please continue to pray for me. After eight years in
seminary (plus one working in a parish!), I am excited to be
done with classes and to begin full-time ministry. Yet, I
know that the priesthood depends not simply on academics
or training, but on the powerful grace of God. Brothers and
sisters, please pray that God will give me His grace in
abundance! Pray also for more vocations!

It will be my great honor to come back on future
weekends to celebrate Mass in the parish which has become
my home for a time. I will be praying for all of the
parishioners here, as well as for Fr. John and the other
clergy. I look forward to seeing familiar and new faces
whenever I am blessed to return. Until then, I remain,

REFLECTION... by Rev. Leonard N. Peterson

Way back in the mid 1960’s, a Canadian
communication theorist named Marshall McLuhan coined
the phrase “The medium is the message.” He proposed that
a communication medium itself, not the messages it
carries, should be the primary focus of study. He showed
that artifacts such as media affect any society by their
characteristics, or content.

All we have to do to get the “message” Our Lord Jesus
preached is to observe Him striding across the pages of the
New Testament to validate McLuhan’s theory. Of course,
we believers treasure His every word, and we can build our
lives around them. But we can watch Him in our
imaginations and see the very Word of God live His
earthbound existence and conclude that He is truth itself. If
only a nervous Pilate had waited for Jesus’ answer to his
question “What is truth?” on that fateful Friday long ago!
But then we know that the procurator had proven
unworthy of a response.

Today’s beautiful yet profound self-identification of
Jesus as the vine and we as the branches has reverberated
down the centuries as a message to be treasured. Bold it
was indeed, because Jesus was replacing a well-known
description of Israel as a vine with Himself. We need not
be wine merchants to grasp the meaning. The fact that
Jesus was and is the perfect medium to express who God is
and what He is about in His plan for salvation brings
comfort to our Faith and enlivens our Hope.

What the resurrection of Jesus is the ultimate seal of
approval from God the Father of all that Jesus said and
did. In a time when “transparency” has become so
necessary in the popular culture worn out by so much
political scheming and even by questionable behavior of
some senior Church prelates, we can rejoice in the
straightforwardness of Jesus. He spoke the truth and lived
it even when it was unpopular. Even when it invited hatred
and inevitably crucifixion.

How do we maintain our connection with Jesus as
branches in our time? How do we avoid the trap set by our
contemporary culture to believe whatever the media touts
as true? The answer is right before us in today’s Gospel
passage. “My Father is glorified when you bear much fruit
and become my disciples.” Bearing fruit becomes our job.
Preserving true loyalty to Christ is the only way to “live
and move and have our being.” That in turn leads to our
own resurrection. But do we get the message?

The story is told of a politician who, after receiving the
proof of a portrait, was very angry with the photographer.
He stormed back to the studio and arrived with these angry
words: “This picture does not do me justice!” The
photographer replied. “Sir, with a face like yours, you
don’t need justice, you need mercy!”
